She
was united in Holy Matrimony to David Webster Brown on September 26,
1959 and to this union one child was born. 



In 2004, she moved from Cleveland, Ohio to Cincinnati to be with her
daughter and granddaughters. She united with the Greater New Hope
Missionary Baptist Church under the pastorate of Rev. Dr. Donald E. Jones,
where she continued to do God’s work as a member of the Evangelism
Ministry and the Gospel Chorus.

Those who knew her, will reflect on her zeal, faith,
professionalism, sense of unity, caring for the sick, hard-working, kind,
energetic and loving. They will focus their remembrances on her winning
smile; that was Nancy.
